1. Color neatly within the map lines.  Failing to do so may indicate indifference toward the assignment.

2. Do not color so darkly that your teacher cannot read your labels.

3. Do not print dis-colored maps with a low ink cartridge.

4. Label your map neatly in one direction.  (If you think your handwriting prevents you from doing so, try this tip:  Label your map in ‘Word’ FIRST.  Extend arrows horizontally to textboxes and type your labels.  Print.  Then color your map.)

5. Do not color the water on this map,  (It’s already colored gray.)

6. Answer all questions thoroughly.




Labeling 

1. Use the map on p.246 to label all states and territories.

2. Draw a solid line to show the Missouri Compromise line. (Notice the 36’ 30 latitude applies to west of the Mississippi River in the Louisiana Territory only. The Missouri Compromise does not apply to states east of the river.)

3. Use the maps on p.234 to label the following:

· Detroit

· Montreal

· Lake Erie

· St. Lawrence River

· New Orleans (p.252)

Coloring

1. Use the map on p.246 to color free states and slave states (including Florida Territory) at the time of the signing of the Missouri Compromise.  (Try to approximate the colors in the book.)

2. Select different colors to indicate unorganized free and slave territories as defined by the Missouri Compromise, Canada, Spanish Territory, and the Oregon Country. (Create a key in the box on the map.)

Questions: p.246, 313
1. Who received better terms out of the Missouri Compromise – those who supported slavery or those who did not?  Explain.

2. What impact do you suppose the Missouri Compromise might have had on the New Mexican government?

3. Why was the success of the Missouri Compromise important to Henry Clay and his career?

4. The majority railroads constructed before 1850 linked which two sections of the US?  

5. How did the railroad impact the US politically and economically before 1860?

6. Think carefully.  What other social/demographic variables from the 1830s-40s (like slave populations, urbanization trends, industrialization trends, migration patterns, etc.) might have a similar pattern if superimposed on this map?  Which might have a reversed pattern?
